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& Citizenship Policy

1 Intent 
1.1   At Wath Victoria we intend to provide pupils with the knowledge,  

understanding, attitudes, values and skills they need in order to reach their   

potential as individuals and within the community.

Pupils are encouraged to take part in a wide range of activities and          experiences across and beyond the curriculum, contributing fully to the life of their school and communities. In doing so they learn to recognise their own worth, work well with others and become increasingly responsible for their own learning. They reflect on their experiences and understand how they are developing personally and socially, tackling many of the spiritual, moral, social and cultural issues that are part of growing up.

They learn to understand and respect our common humanity; diversity and differences so that they can go on to form the effective, fulfilling relationships that are an essential part of life and learning.

1.2  In our school we choose to deliver Personal, Social, Health Education   

       using Jigsaw, the mindful approach to PSHE.

       Jigsaw PSHE will support the development of the skills, attitudes, values   

       and  behaviour, which enable pupils to:

· Have a sense of purpose

· Value self and others

· Form relationships

· Make and act on informed decisions

· Communicate effectively

· Work with others

· Respond to challenge

· Be an active partner in their own learning

· Be active citizens within the local community

· Explore issues related to living in a democratic society

· Become healthy and fulfilled individuals

Implementation
2 Teaching and learning style

2.1 
We use a range of teaching and learning styles. We place an emphasis on active learning by including the children in discussions, investigations and problem-solving activities. We encourage the children to take part in a range of practical activities that promote active citizenship, e.g. charity fundraising. The planning of special events such as an assembly or involvement in an activity to help other individuals or groups less fortunate than themselves. We organise classes in such a way that pupils are able to participate in discussion to resolve conflicts or set agreed classroom rules of behaviour. We offer children the opportunity to hear visiting speakers talk about their role in promoting positive, supportive communities.

3 PSHE and citizenship curriculum planning

3.1 
Our PSHE & Citizenship curriculum is informed by the DfE’s guidance and meets all outcomes in the PSHE Association Programmes of Study 2020.
3.2 
Jigsaw brings together PSHE Education, emotional literacy, social skills   

           and spiritual development in a comprehensive scheme of learning.

           We implement varying teaching strategies and are mindful of preferred  

          learning styles and the need for differentiation. Jigsaw is designed as a  

          whole school approach, with all year groups working on the same theme  

          (Puzzle) at the same time. This enables each Puzzle to start with an 
          introductory assembly, generating a whole school focus for adults and   

          children alike.

3.3 
Some of the time we implement PSHE and citizenship through other subjects, e.g. when teaching about local environment issues in geography, we offer pupils the opportunity to explore who is responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of public areas. As there is a large overlap between the programme of study for religious education and the aims of citizenship. We teach a considerable amount of PSHE through our assemblies and religious education lessons.

3.4 
We also develop PSHE and citizenship through activities and whole- school events e.g. class partner time. We offer two residential visits in Key Stage 2, where there is a particular focus on developing pupils’ self esteem and giving them opportunities to develop leadership and co-operative skills.

3.5      Following on from local incidents as regards Child Sex Education and to ensure safeguarding in our school, the course run by Barnardo’s was attended. As a result of this Y5/6 will be taught 4 extra sessions during the year as part of PSHE, using the’ Real Love Rocks’ resources which are regularly reviewed. The areas covered are: Keeping safe, Grooming, Healthy Relationships and online safety. Teaching resources are kept in Mrs Miller’s office.
4 Foundation Stage

4.1 
We teach PSHE and citizenship in our Foundation Unit as an integral part of the work covered during the year. We relate the PSHE and citizenship aspects of the children’s work to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals (ELG5). Our teaching in PSHE and citizenship matches the aim of developing a child’s personal, emotional and social development as set out in the ELGs. We also support citizenship education in the Foundation Unit when we teach ‘how to develop a child’s knowledge and understanding of the world.’
5 Teaching PSHE and citizenship to children with special educational needs

5.1 
At our school we teach PSHE and citizenship to all children, whatever their ability. PSHE and citizenship forms part of the school curriculum policy to provide a broad and balanced education to all children. Through our PSHE and citizenship teaching we provide learning opportunities that enable all children to make progress. 
5.2 
When progress falls significantly outside the expected range, the child may have special educational needs. Jigsaw is written as a universal core curriculum provision for all children. Inclusivity is part of its philosophy. Teachers will tailor each Piece to meet each child’s different needs. To support this differentiation, many Jigsaw Pieces suggest creative learning activities that allow children to choose the media with which they work and give them scope to work to their full potential. This ensures that our teaching is matched to the child’s needs.

5.3 
Intervention through School Action and School Action Plus will lead to the creation of an Individual education Plan (IEP) for children with special educational needs. The IEP may include, as appropriate, specific targets relating to PSHE and citizenship.

5.4 
We enable pupils to have access to the full range of activities involved in learning PSHE and citizenship. Where children are to participate in activities outside the school, we carry out a risk assessment prior to the activity, to ensure that the activity is safe and appropriate for all pupils.
6 Assessment and recording

6.1    Each Puzzle (except Puzzle 1) has a built-in assessment task, usually in   

         Piece 5 or 6.  This task is the formal opportunity for teacher assessment, 
         but also offers children the chance to assess their own learning and have a 
         conversation with the teacher about their two opinions. The task can 
         usually be used as evidence in the Jigsaw Journal.

Teachers record the achievements of pupils in PSHE and citizenship. We report these achievements to parents each year.

6.3 
We do not set formal examinations in PSHE and citizenship. The assessments that we make of pupil achievement do not imply that a pupil has ‘passed’ or ‘failed’.

7.1 
We keep resources for PSHE and citizenship in a central store. We have additional resources in the library.
Impact
8 Monitoring and review
8.1 
The PSHE and citizenship subject co-ordinator is responsible for monitoring the coverage and progression of children’s work. The subject co-ordinator supports colleagues in the teaching of PSHE and citizenship by giving them information about current developments in the subject and by providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school. The subject co-ordinator is also responsible for giving the headteacher an annual summary report, evaluating strengths and weaknesses in the subject and indicating areas for further improvement. We allocate special time for our subject co ordinator to enable this role to be fulfilled. The quality of outcomes will be evident in many forms and will show the impact of teaching and learning. This is evaluated through the subject leaders action planning cycle.
8.2 
This policy will be reviewed at least every two years.
